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1. Executive Summary

The Marine Environmental Research Center has been implementing the Fish Landings Survey
Project since 2001 in line with ERWDA'’s strategic goal of developing a management regime for
the fisheries of Abu Dhabi. The principal objectives are to collect catch, effort and economic data
and produce fisheries statistics for the Emirate. This report presents the fisheries statistics for Abu
Dhabi for 2002 and provides a brief description of the fisheries of the Emirate and the survey
design and methodology employed in their monitoring.

An estimated total of 8,184 tonnes of fish was landed in the Emirate during 2002, 88% of which
consisted of demersal species. The total catch represented an increase of 41% from the previous
year. The most important species categories by weight were: Emperors (25%), Groupers (24.7%),
Jacks (16.5%), Sweetlips (10.5%) and Scads (5.2%). The majority of the catch (6,438 tonnes) was
landed in Eastern Abu Dhabi, where the Free Port accounted for 78.6% of the total. Traditional
wooden dhows or launch landed 6,109 tonnes, equivalent to 74.6% of the total catch.

Total fishing effort during 2002 was estimated at 12,740 tarad trips and 7,752 launch trips. The
increase in catch by 41% was associated with an increase in the number of landings by tarads
(12.3%) and launch (23.9%) compared to 2001. Furthermore, the mean catch rates increased
significantly during 2002 for each boat category, the increase in catch per unit effort was
particularly pronounced for the families Serranidae and Lethrinidae, two of the primary target

Species groups.

The total ex vessel value of the landed catch was 47.5 million AED, representing an increase of
12.3 million AED from 2001. By value the most important species categories were: Groupers
(39.1%), Jacks (22.5%), Emperors (15.1%), Kingfish (7.8%) and Sweetlips (4.1%). Eastern Abu
Dhabi accounted for 77.6% of the value of the total landings, the most important site being the Free
Port. By boat type, dhows accounted for 72.2% of the value of the total landed catch.



2. I ntroduction

Fisheries provide a source of income, employment and recreation to inhabitants while contributing
to the cultural heritage of the Emirate of Abu Dhabi. Fishing is primarily conducted from open
fiberglass dories and wooden dhows, dome shaped traps are the most commonly used gear type
although a variety of other methods exist. Catches are typically diverse and characteristic of multi-
species tropical fisheries, target species primarily being composed of representatives of the
families: Carangidae, Lethrinidae, Haemulidae, Serranidae and Scombridae. Whilst the industry is
well established, there is an absence of empirically derived estimates of yields, fishing effort and
economic data. The paucity of knowledge on the resources, their carrying capacity and the extent to
which they are exploited emphasizes the need to provide information on catch and effort for

fisheries management purposes.

Catch and effort data recording surveys form the foundation of fisheries management information
systems. The outputs enable resource status to be monitored and evaluations of fisheries
performance to be made, aspects crucial for informed management planning and decision making.
In this context, the Marine Environmental Research Center of ERWDA is implementing the Fish
Landings Survey Project the principal objectives of which are to collect catch, effort and economic
data and produce fisheries statistics for the Emirate of Abu Dhabi. The survey is intended to fill the
existing technical information gap and provide time series monitoring data on the fishing fleet and
exploited resources. The project responds directly to the Environmental Research and Wildlife

Development Agency’s goal of developing a management regime for the fisheries of Abu Dhabi.

Since the inception of the Fish Landings Survey Project, activities have focused on the
development of a stratified catch and effort data recording system. This has included data collection
from landing sites, establishing collaborative links with other key stakeholder organizations and the
development of database applications. This report presents the fisheries statistics for Abu Dhabi for
2002 and provides a brief description of the fisheries of the Emirate and the survey design and

methodology employed in their monitoring.



3. M ethodology and Survey Design

Landing site stratification: For estimation purposes, the super strata (Emirate of Abu Dhabi) is
divided into 2 strata namely: Eastern Abu Dhabi and Western Abu Dhabi. There are a total of 10
fish landing locations in the Emirate: Sila, Jebel Dhana, Delma Island, Mirfa, Al Bateen, Free Port
Abu Dhabi, Khor Al Sheik, Al Sadr, Khor Al Aizab Taweela (see Figure 1). Landing sites are
further stratified into primary and secondary sites on the basis of the number of active fishing
vessels. In the tables and figures presented here, data for Delma Is. and Jebel Dhanna are grouped
as are Taweelaand Khor Al Sheikh.

Fishing vessel stratification: There are two principal fishing vessel types in the Emirate of Abu
Dhabi, the tarad and launch. The tarad is an open dory usually of fiberglass construction powered
by an outboard motor/s, fishing trips may be conducted during the day time and at night depending
on the gear type being used and target species. Due to the small size of the vessels, trip duration
does not usually exceed 1 day. There are currently about 600 tarads licensed in Abu Dhabi.



The Launch is a decked vessel usually constructed of wood and powered by an in-board engine/s,
the average trip length is between 3 and 5 days. There are currently about 400 Launch licensed in
Abu Dhabi.

Fishing gears. Whilst there is a wide variety of fishing gear, the fish trap or gargoor is the most
commonly used method. In this report, data are presented by boat type only. A brief description of

fishing gearsin useis given below.

Fish Traps (Gargoor) - Dome shaped wire traps, usually baited with dried
sardines and/or bread and used to target demersal
Species.

Pelagic Gill Nets (Leikh) - Gill nets up to 200 m in length and 6m deep, set at

the surface and used to target large pelagic species.

St Gillnets - Small gillnets set in shallow water near
the shore.
Encircling Gill Nets - Small gillnets set around schools of

small pelagic species.

Barrier Nets (Sakkar) - Large nets set at high tide and used to shut off a portion
of the sea bed, fish are trapped behind the net asthe tide
drops.

Satic Inter Tidal Traps (Al Hadhra) - Fixed static traps set perpendicular to the coastline.

Handlines (Hadaq) - Mono-filament line with one or more baited hooks.

Trolling Lines - Mono-filament or braided line trolled behind a vessel
with alure attached to the end, used to target large

pelagic species.

Species classification: Over 100 species from more than 35 families are caught by the gears
operated in the different fisheries of the Emirate of Abu Dhabi. Catch records and samples are
classified by species for key stock assessment species where possible, otherwise family categories
or guilds are used. The clustering of speciesis necessary especially where local generic names may
refer to more than 1 species. A brief description of the composition of individual categoriesis given
in Table | whilst Annex 1 gives a detailed list of species commonly caught and their respective

categories.

Data sources. Catch data was obtained from receipts issued by the Abu Dhabi Fishermens
Cooperative Society during 2002 for the purchase of entire landed catches. A minimum sample
target size for complete catch records was 30 per boat type each month from each landing site
where purchases were made. Fishing effort data was derived from the vessel activity records kept
by the UAE Coastguard during 2002. Target samples sizes for effort records were a minimum of 15
days per landing site per month. Fish price per category, was obtained from the Abu Dhabi
Fishermens Cooperative Society receipts for 2002.

Explanation of tables and figures: Total catch for each boat type is estimated by species category,
site and sampling strata on a monthly basis for 2002. Total monthly and mean daily effort are
estimated by site and sampling strata. The data analyses involve a standard raising procedure
described in another technica report (Grandcourt, 2002).

Catch, effort and species composition data are presented by strata, boat type and site. Catch value
and abundance indices (catch per unit effort) are presented by strata and boat type. Tables and
figures are self explanatory though it should be noted that any discrepancy between totals and the
sum of components is due to rounding. Any reference to Delma Island alone includes Jebel Dhana
and reference to Taweela includes Khor Al Shiekh. All data on the value of landings relates to
whole sale ex vessel value as opposed to retail value.
